
Salsa Campeón Carbon Fork 
Steerer Cutting and Installation Procedure

Cutting the steerer
1. For cutting carbon steerer, use either an abrasive type hacksaw blade 

or a 32 tooth per inch or finer normal hacksaw blade.

2. Use a cutting guide, being careful not to crush or damage the steerer 
in the guide.

3. Saw 3/4 of the way through the steerer using only light pressure on 
the saw blade. Carbon cuts easily and putting too much force on the 
blade will cause more harm than good.

4. Rotate the steerer in the cutting guide 90 to 180 degrees making sure 
to keep the already cut portion aligned with the guide.

5. Finish cutting through the steerer. The goal of rotating the steerer is to 
always be cutting toward the center of the steerer. This prevents 
possible splintering of the carbon material.

6. Use a very sharp knife such as an X-acto knife or a brand new blade 
in a utility knife to deburr the inner edge of the cut steerer.

7. Use fine grit sandpaper (400 grit or finer) to smooth the cut end of the 
steerer and to deburr the outer edge. The top surface of the steerer 
should be smooth and flat.

Installation of steerer
1. For proper installation, you must use a Problem Solver 1–1/8" 

Compression Plug (QBP# HD9911) or an FSA Fork Compression 
Assembly (QBP# HD4675).

2. Insert the expanding wedge portion of the compressionless plug 
without the top cap into the steerer. Make sure that it is centered and 
aligned with the axis of the steerer. Torque the expander bolt (using a 
5mm allen) to 30–35 in-lbs (Less is fine too. It really only needs to be 
tight enough that it doesn't move when tightening the top cap).

3. Install the expanding wedge portion of the compression plug making 
sure that it is aligned with the axis of the steerer. Torque the inner bolt 
(using a 5mm allen) to 30–35 in-lbs. (Less is fine too. It really only 
needs to be tight enough that it doesn't move when you tighten down 
the top cap).

4. Slide on stem and spacers being careful not to scratch the steerer surface

5. Install and tighten the top cap of the compression plug to adjust 
headset correctly

6. Align and tighten stem to the LOW end of the recommended torque 
value specified by the stem manufacturer.
